The global economy continues to evolve into a more sustainable form of capitalism,
while individual investors who aggregate funds through institutional investment
management vehicles clamor for responsible value and values driven capital
deployment. The role and definition of a fiduciary continues to shift away from a
short-term value creation mandate approach, to one that incorporates and optimizes
economic, social, natural, and governance factors into long-term value creation.
Corporate executives and money managers who serve as stewards of financial
resources in the economic system must transform capital deployment decision-
making practices to remain competitive and generate alpha in the 21st Century. This
course will provide participants with an in-depth understanding of shifting attitudes
towards fiduciary definitions, trends in investment decision making with a profitable
sustainability lens, deploy capital through, and create, purposeful investment vehicles,
and identify relevant strategies to drive value creation through a sustainable, active
management approach.

Institutional investors, endowments, family offices, private money managers and
mutual funds face an increasingly difficult, competitive landscape to provide individual
investors and limited partners with above-market, risk-adjusted rates of return. Taking
active involvement in driving effective decision making at the corporate executive level
has become a sought after strategy to drive enhanced rates of return. All the while,
repeated academic studies continue to find that corporations leveraging sustainability
as core to strategy development and execution, outperform companies across
sectors, as well as peers listed in similar indices. In addition, profit seeking enterprises
with social purposes grounded on utilizing business as a tool addressing global
environmental, social, and financial constraints have blossomed to capture market
share from established competitors and redefine competitive strategic execution
across industries. This course provides money managers and investment decision-
makers with the tools required to actively partner with corporate executives to exploit
social enterprise principles complementary to the underlying business model, create
enhanced value through deployment of corporate resources in a responsible and
purposeful manner, and utilize community partnerships as key drivers of enhanced
brand visibility and values led decision making.
